Scripture says, “ for this cause shall a man leave his father and mother and shall cleave to his wife, and they shall become one flesh”.
Colossians 3:14 tells us 

Over these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity.

These candles symbolize that union of unity.

Will you both now light your individual flames.

These two candles represent the individual lives of Joe and Sue, and the families from which they have come.
